DUAL CREDIT GOVERNMENT/ECONOMICS
(POLI 201 – American National Government & ECON 221 - Microeconomics)
PURPOSE:  This course allows seniors (and approved juniors) the opportunity to satisfy the South Carolina government and economics requirements for graduation while potentially earning 6 hours of college credit through the USC system.  There is no fee to take the course and tuition is generally paid by the state to state residents who can prove citizenship.   Students who have not been state residents for a year or do not meet citizenship requirements can still take the course for college credit but may be billed the tuition cost of $580 for 6 college credits, which is still a relatively good deal.   Students are required to purchase the college textbooks.  Remember that this is a college class and students will be held accountable as such.

THE 40% OF YOUR GRADE THAT I ASSIGN WILL CONSIST MAINLY OF THE FOLLOWING:                                                   

1. Notebook check.  Typing notes is problematic in Economics.  Keep an organized binder!
2. Assignments given in advance
3. Quizzes.  Quizzes may be take-home, or done in class.  If done in class, they may be individual or group quizzes.
4. Participation & effort (see rubric developed for this)
MAKE-UP WORK:   Check Mr. Morris’ school web page for assignments and class details.  Use Flex Time!  Class notes will also be posted.  When you return to school, compare your notes to a classmate’s to see if you missed anything.  Specific handouts are available from Mr Morris.  YOU are responsible for asking for what you missed!  Tests must be made up after school the next day (Flex time for 60 minutes?).  Assignments are preferably due the day you return to school.  Late work:  A 50% penalty will be subtracted and the assignment may be turned in one day late only.  Exceptions will be made only for emergency situations.  Note that this is now a college course, not a high school course.  These policies are still likely more lenient than what most college professors expect.
EXAM EXEMPTION:  There is no cumulative exam given for either POLI 201 or ECON 221 through USC for the college portion of the class.  Neither is there any assessment comparable to an AP exam.  A student will need to take the teacher-made exam at the end of the course for high school credit if he or she does not meet the Fort Mill School District qualifications for exam exemption.  This grade will count 10% of the high school grade.  The requirements are:

DISCIPLINE IS BASED ENTIRELY ON ONE WORD:  RESPECT 
· Disruptive behavior  is disrespectful and  is defined as “anything that hinders my ability to teach or another    

student’s ability to learn.”  Specific examples below.

· Cell phones and devices:  Turn them OFF and put them in your backpack (NOT in your pocket and DEFINITELY not on your desk!).  Reasonable exceptions will be allowed (calculators, etc).
· Classroom habits for being respectful are obvious at this level but will be reinforced individually as needed.  A verbal warning from the teacher will be given for any offense. Multiple infractions in one class period or a major infraction will result in the student being sent immediately to ISS.  

· Parents will be notified immediately of behavior or academic problems.  Students may also be required to return to Mr. Morris’ room during FLEX, before, or after school for extra help or for detention.

IMPORTANT STUFF FOR A POSITIVE CLASSROOM EXPERIENCE:
1. All school rules will be enforced!  In particular, phones must be off and away.  No headphones. 
2. Academic consequences for cheating are not only referenced in the school handbook, but could very well lead to University level sanctions as well.  DO NOT PUT YOUR COLLEGE CAREER AT RISK BY CHEATING!
3. Be on time & prepared for class: bring all necessary materials, including your binder and textbook, every day.  

4. Stay in your assigned seat unless activity dictates otherwise.  Stay seated at the end of the period until the bell rings.  Do not line up at the door. Stay quiet during announcements.

5. Food and drinks are not allowed during class, with the exception of a bottle of water.  Drinks in cups from Bojangles, Starbucks, lunch, etc. must be placed on the counter for the entire class period.  Chewing gum is allowed unless it becomes a distraction.  Only food or candy authorized by the teacher may be consumed.  Sleeping is not allowed during class at any time, even if you are finished with all of your work.

6. Class time is devoted solely to government or economics  unless all government and/or economics work, including homework, is complete.  

7. Be respectful of others:  raise your hand before speaking and don’t interrupt.
8. Bathroom policy:  Go to the bathroom before class begins.  If necessary, ask permission and use one of your allotted slots on your semester bathroom pass.  Go only to the bathroom on the N500 hall.
